Other recycling operations take mixed 

recyclables.  Why not here? 

  By placing responsibility for sorting 

on the consumer, we can sell directly to 

material processors instead of creating an 

intermediate sorting step.  This allows us 

to operate more cost-effectively as a non-

profit organization.  We rely on you to take 

responsibility for sorting and correctly 

placing your own items as part of this 

cooperative effort. 

 

Why doesnõt the Resource Center accept 

plastic bottles at this site?  What can I do 

with plastic recyclables? 

  We are limited at this site by both 

space and financial concerns.  However, 

the City of Chicago operates drop-off 

centers that accept plastic containers.

Why is it important to flatten cardboard? 

  We sell cardboard by weight, and the 

proceeds help to cover the operating 

costs of our trucks.  Packing more weight 

into each load makes it more efficient.  

For example, a 1-foot cube box takes up 

twelve times more space assembled than 

it does flattened.   

 

Who runs this program? 

 This site is operated by the Resource 

Center, in partnership with 7-Eleven and 

our Wrightwood Neighbors.  The Resource 

Center was Chicagoõs first recycler, and is 

still the only non-profit (501[c][3]) 

recycling organization in the city.   

 The Resource Center operates a 

number of other programs aimed at 

utilizing the potential of hidden resources 

within our city.
